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ATTIRE: SHA'ATNEZ

Attire: Sha'atnez: Sheep Wool with Linen
You may not wear clothing made by combing/felting, spinning, and/or twisting/weaving lamb's or sheep's

wool with linen. You may also not wear a garment made of two pieces—one wool and one linen—that have

been sewn together. Even one thread of wool or linen with the other material is forbidden (there is not batel

in 1/60th for sha'atnez).

The acronym sha'atnez stands for shu'a, tuvi, nuz—three steps in processing wool and linen fibers.NOTE
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
