Matza: Meaning

¢ Food of poor people, and

e The unleavened bread that the Israelites ate when leaving Egypt.

NOTE A pun reflects this dual meaning of poor bread plus the story of leaving Egypt, since “lechem
oni” may mean “bread of poor people” or “bread of (many) answers.”
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
