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Sukkot: When To Say Leisheiv BaSukka

When you sit down in a sukka, only say the blessing leisheiv ba'sukka:

If you are going to eat at least 1.9 fl. oz. (56 ml, or about 1/4 - 1/5 cup) of bread or mezonot
within four minutes, OR

Immediately after saying kiddush and before drinking the wine in anticipation of eating
mezonot or bread, OR

Before eating any food or beverage (except salt or water) when visiting any other person in
his/her sukka.
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
