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Latest time To Say Shema

Shema may be said anytime during the day.  But to fulfill the halachic requirement of saying shema

in the morning, shema must be said by the end of the first quarter of the daylight hours, known as the

“third hour” of the day.  To derive this time, divide the time from sunrise to sunset by 4 and add that

to the time for sunrise.
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
